How will the course be taught? 

- Individual tuition: This course will aim to focus on the individual needs of students to enable them to develop 
their potential. 

- Demonstration to the group will be used to explain use of materials, ways of looking and techniques. 

- Presentation and discussion of examples. 
 
Course content: 

- This course aims to help you to develop confidence, improve existing skills and realize your potentials. 

- You will be shown how to use a variety of materials and methods, focusing on a different topic each week. 

- You will work from photographs & portrait exemplars addressing the challenges faced when representing key 
features of the head & shoulders. Sessions are process lead. 

- A range of visual language will be explored through practice, such as: Proportions, Line, tone, colour, 
composition & expression. 

- Examples, demonstrations and exercises will introduce each lesson and individual help will happily be given.

Paper, pencils, paints, inks, rubbers etc are not included in the cost of the course. 
The centre will provide materials that students will need for the first session in which a full explanation of materials 
needed in later weeks will be given. You may wish to bring materials you already have.
